Aimed at talented footballers aged 16-18 years, the Football Academy is a 2-year, full-time Education and Football Development programme delivered
in partnership with Professional and Non-League Football Clubs.

Who can join the Academy?

Open to talented footballers aged between 16—18 years, the Academy Programme is a must for any football enthusiast. A playing trial will be required
as places will be offered based on playing ability.

Where will the Academy be held?

The football and education will be delivered in one location at, GOALS (Eltham), Baldon Sports Ground, Sidcup Road / Eltham Palace Road, Eltham SE9
5LU, the venue has an excellent range of facilities including training and match pitches and the use of a designated classroom area.

Academy Education
Over the 2-year programme Academy players will study a variety of National Recognised qualifications within the subject of Sport, Coaching & Fitness.
*The educational programme will include qualifications such as BTEC, NVQ and Diploma’s, delivered at Level 2 and 3 (A-Level equivalence) .

Successful completion of the educational programme will enable players to follow pathways into higher education at selected Universities and
employment opportunities within the Sport and leisure industry, including coaching placements and playing scholarships in America.

*Qualifications and achievement levels offered may vary depending on each Academy preference.

Who will deliver the Education?
SCL, a college and work based training provider will be responsible for the management and delivery of the educational element of the Academy.

Academy Football

Players will have the opportunity to represent the football club through the Academy, youth, college or reserve team, with the aim to progress into the
first team or higher.

What are the Costs?
Both the Football and Educational element of the Academy is fully funded and therefore there is no cost to join the programme.

There will be a subsidised cost for purchasing training kit at the start of the season. Further details will be provided upon the player’s acceptance into
the Football Academy.
